ON THE STATE OF PETITIONER’S AFFAIRS
INTRODUCTION
1. On November 28, 2007, Positron Technologies Inc. (the “Petitioner’ or “PTI") filed with the Quebec

Superior Court, a Motion for the Issuance of an Initial Order pursuant to the Companies’ Creditors

Arrangement Act (the “CCAA”). On that same date, the Honourable Justice Christiane Alary, J.C.S., issued

an initial order (the “Initial Order”), inter alia appointing RSM Richter Inc. as monitor (the “Monitor”).

On December 10, 2007, the Honourable Justice Christiane Alary, J.C.S. granted the Order authorizing the

sale of the assets of the Petitioner to Triton Technologies Inc. (“Triton”) (the “Sale Transaction”).



3. On December 20, 2007, the Petitioner filed a Motion for Extension of Delay to File a Plan of Arrangement
and for Extension of the Stay Order as Provided in the Initial Order, until January 25, 2008 (the “Motion”).
On that same date, the Honourable Justice Christiane Alary, J.C.S. granted the Motion.

4, On January 25, 2008, the Petitioner filed a Motion for the further Extension of Delay to file a Plan of
Arrangement and the Extension of the Stay Order as provided for in the Initial Order, until April 9, 2008. On
that same day, the Honourable Justice Christine Alary, J.C.S., granted the Motion.

5. On January 25, 2008, the Petitioner filed a Motion to Establish a Claims Process. On that same date, the
Honourable Justice Christiane Alary, J.C.S., granted the Motion (the “Claims Process”).

6. On April 9, 2008, the Petitioner filed a Motion for the further Extension of Delay to File a Plan of
Arrangement and the Extension of the Stay Order as provided for in the Initial Order, until June 9, 2008. On
that same day, the Honourable Justice Christian Alary, J.C.S., granted the Motion.

7. On June 6th, 2008, the Petitioner will be filing a Motion for the further Extension of Delay to File a Plan of
Arrangement and the Extension of the Stay Order as provided for in the Initial Order until September 15,
2008.

9. PTI has had no commercial activities since the completion on December 21, 2007, of the Sale Transaction

pursuant to the Order, rendered on December 10, 2008, authorizing same.

PTI and the Monitor are not aware of any expenses, incurred since November 28, 2007, that have not been
paid and/or are in dispute.

PTI, with the assistance of Triton, is currently cooperating in the completion of a sales tax audit presently
being performed by the Ministére du Revenu du Québec as well as completing the documentation to file its
corporate tax returns.

PTl is continuing to seek advice from its attorneys and the Monitor in dealing with various matters relating to
the wind-down of its affairs.

PT! intends to submit a Plan of Arrangement to its creditors once all the issues relating to priority and

secured claims have been resolved.

Pursuant to the completion of the Sale Transaction, the Monitor collected the initial sale proceeds and
distributed them to PTI's secured creditors in accordance with their rank in satisfaction of all priorities and
hypothecary interest.

The Monitor has also collected on March 3, 2008, from Triton, the first installment of $1,000,000 of the
balance of sale and distributed these funds to PTI's secured creditors in accordance with their rank in
satisfaction of all priorities and hypothecary interest.

With regards to the remittance by Triton of the second installment of the balance of sale of $1,000,000.00,
which was due on June 1, 2008, PTI and the Monitor have agreed that Triton will pay said $1,000,000.00 in

four installments of $250,000, with the last payment due no later than June 30t, 2008.

The transactions recorded in the Monitor’s trust account are summarized in the Statement of Receipts and
Disbursements for the period ended June 31, 2008, as shown in Exhibit “A”, attached hereto.

The funds presently on deposit in the Monitor’s trust account are being invested to earn interest.

The Monitor has been responding to the on-going queries of PTI's various stakeholders and creditors.

20. On February 5, 2008, the Monitor gave notice to all known creditors of the Claims Process and advised
them of the March 7, 2008 deadline to file their proof of claim with the Monitor.

21. The list of proofs of claims filed is submitted as Exhibit “B” attached hereto.

22. The Monitor is currently participating in the resolution of issues relating to the collocation of creditors’ claims
in accordance with the Claims Process. In this process, certain creditors have received a Notice of
Disallowance of Claim.

23. The Monitor is continuing to deal with PTI’s attomeys, Messrs. Fasken Martineau Walker and the Monitor's
attorneys, Messrs. McCarthy Tetrault to finalize outstanding legal matters.

REQUEST FOR EXTENSION

24. The Petitioner's request to the Court for an extension to file a Plan of arrangement is reasonable for,

amongst others, the following reasons:

a) To date, the Petitioner has paid for any and all approved goods and services received subsequent to
the date of the Initial Order.

b)  The Petitioner is winding down its affairs and continues to act in good faith and is cooperating with all
stakeholders involved in this process, including but not limited to the Monitor, PTI's secured creditors
as well as other creditors.

¢) The Petitioner requested more time to resolve matters relating to any priority and secured claims,
which, once resolved, will enable it to determine with greater clarity the terms of the Plan of
Arrangement to be submitted to its creditors.



MONITOR’S RECOMMENDATION

25. The Monitor recommends that the Court grant the Petitioner an extension of the Initial Order until
September 15, 2008 for the following principal reasons:

a) The Petitioner has and continues to act in good faith and with diligence;
b)  The Petitioner's behaviour has not prejudiced its creditors;

c¢) The Petitioner needs additional time to resolve matters relating to priority and secured claims and
thereafter finalize the terms of the Plan of arrangement.
